Your Excellency,

For several weeks already Buddhist monks in Burma have been peacefully demonstrating in response to a recent high fuel price rise implemented without prior notice. The monks were mistreated in their protest in Pakkoku and they demanded apology from the authorities. The protest slowly developed into massive but consistently peaceful demonstration, calling for the SPDC to respect the Sangha, to free political prisoners, including Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, to improve citizens’ livelihood and to implement national reconciliation.

Considering the important role of People’s Republic in China in the region, especially, the influence China wields on Myanmar, we would like to appeal to the Chinese authorities to support the initiative of the international community in the UNSC and not to frustrate the efforts towards the democratisation process in Myanmar. We believe that in the interest of China, which is also a very important economic partner of Myanmar, it will be advantageous to introduce changes in Myanmar, which has been remaining in political and economic isolation for years and whose internal situation is certainly a considerable factor for the stability of the region.

We do believe that in the light of the present situation in Myanmar the international community, including PRC, shall wish to prevent worsening of the situation and to persuade the Myanmar authorities to enter the dialogue with the opposition and to create bases for the true national reconciliation process and democratisation of the country.

We the members of Polish Burma Solidarity are looking forward to your positive response to our appeal.
